1. The current Get Submissions Reconciliation List does not provide states sufficient information to know with confidence they have processed all state submissions sent to MeF.  Please enhance the Get Submissions Reconciliation List (or create a new service) that does the following: 
a. Retrieves a list of submissions (ids) that have not yet been retrieved by the state.  
b. Retrieves a list of submissions (ids) picked up by the state but not yet receipted.

c. Retrieves a list of submissions (ids) picked up by the state but not yet acknowledged.

d. Retrieves up to 500 submission ids in any one request.  Currently a maximum of 200 is returned.  
e. Update the A2A state toolkit and state client application with these changes.

2. States require taxpayers to e-file estimated tax payments.  Business Rule State-015 prevents taxpayers from filing estimated tax payments with the states because the current (processing) year is not a valid value for the tax year element in the state submission manifest.  Please modify State-015 to include the processing year as one of the valid years.  For example, for processing year 2013, the valid values for Tax Year would be 2013, 2012, 2011, and 2010.  

 
3. When MeF encounters a duplicate acknowledgement from a state it ceases processing the remainder of the acknowledgements in the transmission, and rejects all of them.  This behavior is highly inefficient because (1) MeF is rejecting acknowledgements that passed validation, which the states then have to retransmit, and, (2) the states never know what other duplicates may exist because MeF ceases processing after encountering the first one.  All of this generates additional unnecessary service requests for MeF and the states.  Modify the state acknowledgement processing logic so that MeF does the following every time it receives a a SendAcks service from a state:  
a. Validate every acknowledgement attached to the Send Acks service.  

b. Accept those that pass validation and for which there are no duplicates.

c. Reject duplicates and those that have failed validation.

d. Insert in the SendAcks response a message that either notifies the state that all acknowledgements have bee processed or lists the submission ids of those that failed validation and have been rejected.
